Dear parents, players, and coaches:


I want to personally thank all of you for making the 4th season of the league so successful.  No matter what role you played, I know that it took a lot of time and commitment from each of you.  Without all of you the league would never be possible!


Over the past 4 years, there have been many changes within the league.  Each year the organization is evaluated and changes are made based on what I feel would best fit the needs of each team and player.  This year I thought I would try the approach of placing players in groups based on skill ability and not age.  Overall I think this was rather successful, but still not perfect.  This method leaves too many variables and as we look into the 2012 season, there will once again be changes.


The league was originally developed for travel teams to be able to play together during the fall.  I still like that concept, but as fewer and fewer travel teams are signing up, it leaves the individual teams at a bit of a disadvantage.  I am looking into a few options so that we may be able to still keep the travel team idea and possibly have a separate league of individuals within the same age division. 


There was also a big problem with rain outs this year.  I am going to start the 2012 season a week earlier, thus giving us 2 weeks of rain out makeup dates instead of 1 week.  Hopefully this will be sufficient in ensuring everyone gets their 10 games. 

This year we are officially going to be a USSSA league.  This means that teams will earn USSSA points and power rankings based on results of league games.  This will also allow each team to be entered into a weekend tournament at the end of the season at no cost.  I am very excited about finally having the exposure and funds to officially join USSSA.


Some other changes will be that I will be putting a percentage of sponsorship money into a scholarship fund.  This will ensure that all players will be allowed to participate in the league, regardless of the ability to pay.  We have never refused a player before if they couldn’t pay, but this will ensure that everyone is aware of the service and apply if they need it.  Also, I am starting the sponsorship forms early, my goal is to not have to charge any uniform fees this year.

I have setup an account with google merchant and you will now be able to pay your registration fees online!  The account is currently setup for 2012 sponsorship payment.  Not all information is up and running yet, but it will be by the end of the week.
